	Topic:
	We who live in the United States are privileged to live in a democracy. But privilege demands responsibility. 	Participants:
	All high school seniors living in Nacogdoches County, Texas and who are enrolled in any public or private school, or who are home-schooled, are eligible. This contest is conducted without regard to race, religion, sex, or national origin.

	Length:
	1,000 – 1,200 words

	Form:
	· Essay is to be printed in black ink in a 12-point, non-script font.

· The entire essay must the the student’s original work. 

· The essay page(s) should NOT include the student’s name or other unique identifiers. Including name on essay will result in disqualification.

· The essay page should include the title “What democracy means to me,” and a sub-title if one is used.

· The essay must include a title page that lists the following:

· Student’s full name

· Student’s complete mailing address

· Student’s telephone number and e-mail address (if student has e-mail)

· Name of student’s school

· Number of words in the essay

	Bibliography:
	If any resources are used to prepare the essay, the student must include a bibliography that lists all references. Internet resources, if used, should include the entire URL and the date the site was consulted.

Any essay using information copied from sources without providing proper documentation will be disqualified.

	Judging:
	· Essays are judged as anonymous contributions.

· Judging is based on adherence to topic, factual accuracy, interest-level, originality, organization of material, spelling, grammar, punctuation, and neatness. 

· Judging is by three judges, all of whom are members of Nacogdoches County Chapter, Texas Democratic Women.

	Awards:
	· First place award is a scholarship for $500.

· Second place award is a scholarship for $100.

· Third place award is a scholarship for $50.

	Deadline:
	Essays must be postmarked no later than April 19, 2010
